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In keeping with Section 47(1) of the Physical Planning Act no.2 of 2002, you are informed that the Planning Authority having regard to the importance of preserving the landscape, architectural, cultural and historical heritage of Dominica are of the view that this building is of special architectural and historic interest in Dominica and hereby places an Interim Preservation Order restricting the demolition, alteration or extension of the building.
This Interim Preservation Order takes effect immediately upon service of this notice and shall be in force for a period of 90 days.  It shall seize to have effect at the termination of this period unless it is confirmed by the Honorable Minister before the termination of this period.  
While this Order is in force, any person who executes or causes or permits the execution of any works for the demolition of, alteration or addition to, or any other building operations other than essential repairs or maintenance on this building without first obtaining permission from the Authority commits an offence and will be prosecuted under the Physical Planning Act no.5 of 2002.

As owner, occupant or any other person with interest in this building you have the right under Section 47(3) of the Physical Planning Act to make written representation to the Honorable Minister of Communications, Works and Housing within 28 days of the service or the affixing of a copy of this Interim Preservation Order to the building.
